Roll Call

Closed Session


Mr. Graham made a motion to enter closed session and Ms. Garrett seconded the motion.  A roll call vote carried the motion unanimously and the meeting closed at 9:06 a.m.


The meeting returned to open session at 9:50 a.m. after passage of a motion by Mr. Bruno, seconded by Ms. Garrett.
III.
Director’s Report


A.  Ratify SASED EA Contract

Ms. Harms reported that the negotiating teams signed off on a two year contract and the EA will have a meeting on the 29th to ratify.   Mr. Brue made the motion to approve the contract and Mr. Root seconded.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion carried 7:0.


B.  Discuss/Approve Salaries for non-EA Staff


Mr. Graham made a motion to increase support staff salaries by 3.1% and increase the starting wage for support staff to $8.75 per hour with no education hours, $9.00 for 30 hours and $9.25 for 60 hours and insure that no one is paid below those rates.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Root and carried unanimously on a roll call vote.

C.  Termination of Employee


Caren Ragan, a paraprofessional at the SASED/Hope Partnership is recommended for termination.  Ms. Garrett made a motion to accept the recommendation and Mr. Graham seconded.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion passed 7:0.


D.  Proposed Ad Hoc and Standing Committees

Ms. Harms emailed the proposed list to all members and asked them to let her know if they did not wish to serve.  No one called, so the list was presented for approval.  Mr. Graham made a motion to approve the committee members and Mr. Laird seconded.  Motion carried.


E.  Approve Minutes from Decentralization Committee


The Decentralization Committee minutes were presented for approval.  Mr. Brue moved to accept the minutes and Mr. Graham seconded.  Motion carried.  

F.  First Reading of Revised Articles of Agreement


The Decentralization Committee passed the revised Articles of Agreement on to the board for first reading approval.  A change to the language in Section 12.6 j. changing the first line from “..District may choose not to…” to “District shall not…”  These will be presented in September on Second Reading and the Governing Board will meet immediately after to adopt the revised Articles.  The members will then be able to present them to their own boards for acceptance.  Members of the Decentralization Committee met with Jerry Harrison and some of the EA members to review the articles earlier this month.  After the final adoption, the board will again meet with the EA to review the Intergovernmental Agreement that would be used if a district decides to hire their own teachers.  Ms. Talbert made the motion to accept the Revised Articles of Agreement as amended on first reading.  Mr. Graham seconded and the motion carried.


G.  Approve Treasurer’s Bond

The Treasurer’s Bond was presented for approval by the Board.  Trish Milburn is the treasurer and the bond is for her.  Mr. Brue moved to approve and Mr. Graham seconded the motion.  Motion carried.


H.  Indicator 13 and Transition


ISBE selected 15 districts to be audited on Indicator 13 and Transition.  One of the 15 is Greenview.  Last year the districts audited were Pleasant Plains, Riverton and Tri City.  ISBE is pushing to have more transition training provided to staff and additional inservice on the writing of measurable goals.  



I.  SASED Central School


Ms. Logan said the school is filling up; she has an additional five students to be staffed in next week.  Some students placed residentially are coming back.

Consent Agenda


The Consent Agenda contained approval of minutes from the regular session of July 12, 2011 and approved and sealed the executive session on that date.  It also contained financial reports, approval of bills payable and the updated personnel report. Mr. Graham made a motion to approve the Agenda and Mr. Laird seconded.
