Election of Officers

Director’s Report

A.  Executive Committee Meeting School

The Executive Committee Meeting Schedule for FY12 was included in the packet.  Ms. Garrett made a motion to accept the schedule and Mr. Bruno seconded.  Motion carried.


B.  Psychologist/Social Worker Assignments


A list of each district and the psychologist and social worker assigned there was also in the packet.  Ms. Lipscomb needed to be corrected to show 60% assignment to North Mac.  Mr. Graham moved to accept the assignments and Mr. Brue seconded.  Motion Carried.


C.  Service Area Administrator Assignments


A list showing where Administrators were assigned was in the packet.  Mr. DePatis moved to accept the assignments and Mr. Bruno seconded.  Motion carried.


D.  Request from Special Education Teacher


One of our teachers has requested 56 extra sick days in order to retire at the end of this (2012) school year.  If she does this, she will not receive a retirement bonus.  Mr. Brue made a motion to grant the days, second by Mr. Graham.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion carried unanimously.


E.  Additional Classroom for Hope Partnership


Our Hope Autism Partnership classrooms have been housed at Lee School.  CACC has room for our two classrooms plus one additional.  There are 13 SASED students attending and Hope fills the classes with their students.  CACC is a much better setting for these classes, and we do have the need for the additional class.  This will not be a cost other than regular Hope Tuition for any district student attending.  Mr. Graham moved to change from Lee School and have a third class and Mr. DePatis seconded the motion.  A roll call vote was taken and the motion carried 9:0.

F.  Update/Approval of Minutes from Decentralization Committee Meeting


The minutes for the Committee Meeting on June 9 were included in the packet for approval.  Ms. Talbert said the committee met earlier today and intends to make a final review at its next meeting on August 2.  By August 5, two members of the committee would like to meet with the Co-Presidents of the EA and Mr. Harrison.  The final document can then be presented to the Executive Committee on August 9.  Mr. Bruno made a motion to approve the minutes and Ms. Talbert seconded.  Motion carried.


G.  SASED Central School


Ms. Logan introduced Ms. Joop, a school social worker who is doing an administrative internship with her this summer.  She reported on data gathered during the school year and comparisons to prior years.  The Nutured Heart Approach continues to be working with the emotionally disturbed students.  All teachers will have iPads to start the school year and with various applications will have a much easier time to compile data from behavioral documentation.  


Ms. Talbert had a question related to iPads.  She asked Ms. Curran and Ms. Logan what other types of software SASED had, if districts could also have it installed and when SASED was going to do training.  Ms. Curran said she is starting to schedule workshops and Ms. Logan offered to share the behavior applications and help with training.

Ms. Curran will send out the list of available applications to the districts.
