Closed Session


Ms. Garrett made a motion to enter closed session and Mr. Bruno seconded the motion.  A roll call vote carried the motion unanimously and the meeting closed at 9:04 a.m.

III.
Director’s Report


A.  Discuss/Approve 2nd Reading of Evaluation Tool

This Tool is being redesigned to be in compliance with new legislation.  It was approved on first reading last month.  The Committee will meet throughout the year to recommend additional changes in line with the new legislation.  A motion to approve on second reading and adopt the changes to the Evaluation Tool was made by Mr. Graham, second by Mr. DePatis.  Motion carried.


B.  Update on SASED Surveys


Michelle Curran explained that there is a needs assessment survey conducted annually that is on our web site.  All SASED staff, local district staff and administrators and parents are encouraged to complete these surveys to help us plan trainings and workshops.

Teachers are asked to complete a Workload Survey, also posted on the website.  Service Area Administrators are letting everyone know about the surveys.


C.  Update on SASED Trainings

Ms. Curran reported she is conducting training session on the SASED IEP software.  There was a group of 5 in last Friday and it was a good workshop.   She said some local administrators have called in to register for this training.  The list of respondents was shown to the Superintendents to see if they had anyone not on there that they would like to have attend.  It is an opportunity for the administrators to be more familiar with the IEP process.  There are also video clips on our website that show how to complete various aspects of the IEP.


Mr. Root asked is there is any kind of training available on how to write good goals.  Ms. Harms said the Rochester Special Education Director is working with ISBE to have a workshop conducted on how to write measureable goals.  CBM and products like AIMS web do make it easier to write measureable goals.  When we hear the ISBE training date is set, she will let the district’s know.  There will also be training on transition goals at the end of October.

D.  Update on EE Codes/ISBE Focused Monitoring


The state selected one of our districts, North Mac, for Focus Monitoring this year.  They look at EE codes and their preference is to have a higher percentage of students spending 49.9% or more of their time in general education.  Their intent is to have more students in general education. Ms. Harms pointed out that a successful use of RtI keeps special education numbers down and only the truly needy are in special education and those students need more than a study hall or resource each day.  


E.  SASED Central School


Ms. Logan asked each Superintendent to check their students who attend here and make sure they are on the SIS system.  The deadline for completing this is October 14th.  This is important for the Fall Housing report here, as well as for funding for districts.  She also reported that because we have a number of kids involved with drugs and alcohol, the students will have a workshop with people from Triangle Center and a state police officer is going to conduct a talk as well to encourage them to make better choices.  She also reported that five new students were added and six were dropped since last month.  Many of the drops are hospitalized and will return when released.
